Information contained in the report of the Secreary-General

1. The General Assembly decided, in paragraph 2¥4resolution 68/70 of
9 December 2013 that, in its deliberations on theort of the Secretary-General on
oceans and the law of the sea, the fifteenth mgetfrthe United Nations Open-ended
Informal Consultative Process on Oceans and the bawhe Sea would focus its
discussions on the role of seafood in global foedusity. The report of the Secretary-
General to the sixty-ninth session of the Generabeinbly (A/69/71) provides
background information for the discussion panel“®he role of seafood in global
food security”.

Discussion panel segments

2. In considering the possible approaches for stmieg the discussion panel
segments in relation to the topic of focus, it mde recalled that the
General Assembly, in resolution 68/70, recognizbé tole of the Consultative
Process as a unique forum for comprehensive dismus®n issues related to oceans
and the law of the sea, consistent with the frantdw@rovided by the
United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea ehdpter 17 of Agenda 21, and
that the perspective of the three pillars of susthle development should be further
enhanced in the examination of the selected topite® Assembly also recognized
the primary role of the Consultative Process iregrating knowledge, the exchange
of opinions among multiple stakeholders and cocaton among competent
agencies, and enhancing awareness of topics, imgudmerging issues, while
promoting the three pillars of sustainable develepin

3. In considering the topic of focus, it is theyef proposed that the respective
panel segments concentrate their discussions ofotloaving areas:

Understanding global food security and the current role of seafood therein

4. This panel segment could elaborate on the cdnoépfood security and
provide information on the state of global food wety. It could also provide
scientific and technical information on the nuwital importance of various types of
seafood that contribute to global food security.

The role of seafood in global food security in the context of the three pillars of

5. This panel segment could consider the economicjal and environmental
aspects of the current role of seafood, includihgttof the seafood industry, in
global food security. In this context, the panegment could also draw attention to
the pressures on the availability and utilizatioh seafood as food, in food
production, and as a source of revenue, and thgiact on global food security.
