1. The present report is subnmitted by the Security Council Commttee

est abl i shed by resolution 661 (1990) concerning the situation between Iraq and
Kuwai t, in accordance wth paragraph 6, subparagraph (f), of the guidelines to
facilitate full international inplenentation of paragraphs 24, 25 and 27 of
Security Council resolution 687 (1991) of 3 April 1991 approved by the Security
Council in its resolution 700 (1991) of 17 June 1991 (S/ 22660, annex).

2. Under paragraph 6, subparagraph (f), of the guidelines, the Conmttee is
required to report at 90-day intervals to the Security Council on the

i mpl ementation of the arns and rel ated sanctions against Iraq contained in the
rel evant resolutions of the Council. The present report is the twenty-sixth
report submitted under the above-nmentioned guidelines.

3. By paragraph 12 of the guidelines, all States are requested to report to
the Conmttee any information that may have cone to their attention relating to
possi bl e violations of the arnms and rel ated sanctions against lraq conm tted by
other States or foreign nationals. During the period under review, no

i nformation as requested has been brought to the attention of the Commttee.

4. In accordance with paragraphs 13 and 15 of the guidelines, all States and

i nternational organizations are required to consult the Commttee on the
qguestion of whether certain itens fall within the provisions of paragraph 24 of
resolution 687 (1991), as well as in cases relating to dual-use or multiple-use
itens, that is, items nmeant for civilian use but with potential for diversion or
conversion to mlitary use. During the period covered by the report, no States
or international organizations have consulted the Conmittee on these questions.

5. By paragraph 14 of the guidelines, international organizations are
requested to take all appropriate steps to assist in ensuring full conpliance
with the arnms and rel ated sanctions against lraq, including providing to the
Committee any relevant information that may conme to their attention. During the
period under review, no information as requested by paragraph 14 of the

gui del i nes has been received by the Comittee.

6. The Committee will continue its efforts to fulfil the nandate entrusted to
it. Since the last report of the Secretary-General, dated 4 Decenber 1991

(S/ 22884/ Add. 2), no further communicati ons have been received from Menber States
pursuant to paragraph 4 of Security Council resolution 700 (1991).
