	The joint civil and voter registry pilot project will lay the groundwork for a nationwide programme to be carried out in 2007/2008. The nationwide registry will allow the government to issue tamperproof national identification documents to all Afghans, which will serve as voter registration cards and enable Afghans to access a range of public services. The pilot project will be implemented in three geographically representative districts based on an agreed set of criteria.

	Problem being addressed
	The currnet voter registry includes little protection against multiple registrations; inconsistent data does not enable assignment of voters to specific polling centers, increasing costs and making it more difficult to combat multiple voting and other electoral fraud; photographs have not been recorded, increasing the cost and complexity of issuing replacement cards and identifying duplicate registrations; the civil registry maintained by the Ministry of Interior suffers from similar defects.
