	Problem being addressed
	Accountability efforts rarely acknowledge that there are gender-specific aspects of corruption, requiring gender-sensitive responses. Bribe-taking can sometimes take the form of sexual extortion, and accountability systems can fail to notice gender-specific forms of bias and performance failure by officials. Finally, women often do not engage in anti-corruption efforts out of fear and intimidation. Consequently, women do not assert their entitlement to accountable governance.
