	The experience of previous elections of 2004-2005 demonstrated significant problems with regard to the system of voters’ registration and the level of qualification of the members of election commissions, especially in rural areas. Population passivity, as well as their limited awareness effort an opportunity for different types of violations. The objective of the project is therefore to involve citizens into the public administration by raising their political activity and legal competence.

	Problem being addressed
	Elections of 2004-2005 demonstrated that the activity of population is going down. Besides, the Law on Elections envisages citizens' self-registration as a voter. As a result, a considerable number of citizens could not find themselves in the voters’ lists. Low qualification of the election commission members, especially in rural areas led to a number of violations. Political parties lacking qualified people did not have their representatives in the constituencies in many remote rural areas.
