	The reformed curriculum has many civic education outcomes defined. However, few resources exist with which teachers can meet these outcomes. At some points in the education system there are none. With its linguistic diversity and poor communications and transport infrastructure, the linkage between citizens and state is weak. If the institutions of the PNG state can not be made sustainable and more accountable by strengthening this linkage then PNG risks becoming another failed state.
