	Problem being addressed
	From 1990 to 2000, Peru and its people suffered from extensive acts of corruption and abuse of power. Not surprisingly, the Peruvian justice system (specifically the Specialized Anti-Corruption Courts) remains today overwhelmed with well over 180 serious crime cases, and limited capacity to adjudicate them. During the previous administration, hundreds of millions of dollars in public funds were diverted, embezzled or otherwise stolen. The impact on the country’s socio-economic development has been staggering. Hundreds of thousands of Peruvians either remained in, or were pushed into, poverty. Well over 100,000 jobs were lost. Hundreds of thousands of children are today confronted with a much-weakened education system, and many have been unable to attend school altogether, particularly those whose parents have been pushed into dire economic circumstances. Further, the democratic process during that period was cosmetic at best, and civil society had virtually no influence or consideration in governmental decisions. The situation has improved since the year 2000, although successive democratic governments have remained weakened by the systematic pillaging of government coffers that occurred in the 1990s. The current government has made much effort to provide basic government services, but must battle daily and resistant forms of corruption which drain public confidence. The incoming government, while democratically elected, must convince a patient but increasingly skeptical public that the democratic process is in itself a system that will eventually bare fruit.
