Fellows are required to structure their paper in the following manner, not withstanding the additional sections which may be included as per the guide prepared by the alumni (title page, table of contents and figures, annexes, bibliography, etc).

The dialectic approach of this structure should be respected, and the thesis argument developed in a balanced manner through the various sections.

Fellows must complete their draft thesis outline in this format and use this format for discussions with the Host Institution Supervisor. Once the titles of the sections are agreed upon, the draft outline (titles only) must be approved by the Programme Advisor. 

There will be flexibility in modifying the titles and organization of themes during the subsequent drafting stage, but such modifications must be done in consultation with the Host Institution Supervisor and approved by the Programme Advisor.
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
