The amendment of Act | of 2004 on Sports (hereinafter mentioned as: Act on Sports) contributed to strengthen the
legal background for the protection of interest regarding to athletes under 18 since 1 January 2017. The modification is
based on the Fundamental Law of Hungary, which declares in Article XVI. that every child shall have the right to the
protection and care necessary for his or her proper physical, mental and moral development.

What are the main deliverables/activities involved?

Since 1st January 2017, based on Article 23 Section 1 of Act on Sports, every national sport federation is obliged to
draft — beyond other regulations prescribed in separate legislation — and adopt a Regulation of Ethics and Child
Protection. The aim of the Regulation is to facilitate the protection of minor athletes from violence, exploitation,
abuse and neglect.

What is the time frame of implementation?

No later than 15 February 2017. After implementation, the effectiveness of the Regulation is continuous.

Target Audience(s): Who are the beneficiaries of the proposed/implemented initiative?
Every minor athletes, whether or not being professional or make sports just a leisure- time activity.

Every national sport federation was obliged to adopt Regulation of Ethics and Child Protection. In an indirect way, the
initiative affects sport clubs and sport organizations, which must comply with the Regulations adopted by its national
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sport federation.

1. International Declaration on Human Rights and Sport (Tbilisi Declaration)
The Declaration was adopted at the 15th Council of Europe Conference of Ministers responsible for Sports (Tbilisi, 16
October 2018). Human rights are internationally recognized ethical and moral norms, which define the fundamental
liberties, which every men, women, and child owns. Human rights are equal to all people, all over the world,

regardless of their religion and beliefs, nationality, and sex.

2. The Council of Europe Convention on Protection of Children against Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse
(Lanzarote Convention)
The Convention was signed by Hungary in 29 November 2010, and since 2015, the Convention forms part of the
Hungarian legal system. Article 5 declares that each Party shall take the necessary legislative or other measures to
encourage awareness of the protection and rights of children among persons who have regular contacts with children
in the education, health, social protection, judicial and law-enforcement sectors and in areas relating to sport, culture
and leisure activities.

Based upon Act on Sports, the prosecution service exercises the supervision of legality over the operation of the
national sport federation.

What are the specific monitoring and evaluation tools involved?

In case of complete lack of the Regulation of Ethics and Child Protection - based upon legality supervision process
initiated by the prosecution service — the Court ceases the national sport federation of last resort.
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Challenges/Lessons learned

What have been/were the main challenges to implementation?

National sport federations did not have such Regulation before, or any template available.
What lessons learned have been/can be utilized in the planning of future initiatives?
Publishing a model Regulation can be very useful and make implementation more efficient.
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
