WE WORK WITH OUR NATIONAL SERVICE FOR DISABILITIES, AND WE WORK WITH THE EU.

THE PROJECT IS FINANCED THROUGH 2018, AND WAS CREATED IN 2010, WITH THE OVERSIGHT AND ADOPTION OF THE EUROPEAN UNION.

THANKS TO THEM, WE DO SEE THAT THIS PROGRAM IS VERY MUCH IN STEP WITH THE REALITY AND NEEDS OF OUR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES.

THERE ARE FOUR PILLARS TO THIS.

THERE IS A NATIONAL POLICY FOR DISABILITIES WHICH REFLECTS THE U.N. CONVENTION AND THE INTER‑AMERICAN CONVENTION FOR THE ELIMINATION OF ALL FORMS OF DISCRIMINATION AGAINST PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES.

THAT'S THE OAS.

AND THEN THERE'S A CONSULTATIVE BODY THAT BRINGS CITIZEN PARTICIPATION.

WE ALSO WORK WITH THE MINISTRY OF DISABILITIES.

SECONDLY, THERE'S A NATIONAL PLAN FOR DISABILITIES WHICH SEEKS TO CREATE PROGRAMS AND POLICIES, PUBLIC AND PRIVATE, TO HELP PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES TO IMPLEMENT THIS PLAN.

THERE ARE 20 WORKSHOPS THROUGHOUT THE COUNTRY.

THESE WORKSHOPS INCLUDE CIVIL SOCIETY TO FOCUS ON THE NEEDS OF PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES.

THERE ARE MANY ORGANIZATIONS THAT PARTICIPATE.

THIS WILL BE IN PLACE TILL 2013.

THERE'S A NATIONAL STUDY FOR DISABILITIES.

THIS IS A STATISTICAL LOOK AT ALL OF THE INFORMATION COVERING PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES.

THIS METHODOLOGY SEEKS TO BRING TOGETHER ALL THE DIFFERENT CENSUS STUDIES AND POLLS INTO ONE PLACE.

THIS IS AIMED AT ESTABLISHING CRITERIA MOVING FORWARD.

THERE IS ALSO A NATIONAL PROGRAM FOR DISABILITIES WHICH HAS A CERTIFICATION PROGRAM FOR OR RATHER WORKING WITH PARTNERS TO ESTABLISH NORMS THAT ARE IN STEP WITH THE INTERNATIONAL INSTRUMENTS ON DISABILITIES WHICH CHILE HAS SIGNED.

THE IDEA IS TO MAKE SURE THAT PUBLIC SECTOR AND OTHER ORGANIZATIONS MAKE SURE THAT THESE MATTERS ARE TAKEN INTO TO ACCOUNT IN MATTERS OF INFRASTRUCTURE.

THERE IS A PROGRAM THAT IS AIMED AT WORKING WITH THE CITIZENRY AND AUTHORITIES ON LABOR STANDARDS.

THERE'S A SEAL OF INCLUSIVENESS THAT'S ISSUED HERE.

THE COOPERATION PROGRAM IS VERY RELEVANT IN OUR COUNTRY.

WHAT WAY CAN STATES AND CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS KNOW OF ALL OF THE PROGRAMS THAT ARE AVAILABLE THROUGH INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION IN ORDER TO MAKE BETTER USE OF THESE OPPORTUNITIES THAT AT LEAST IN OUR COUNTRIES ARE NOT WIDELY KNOWN?

WE DON'T ALWAYS KNOW WHAT'S AVAILABLE AND WE CAN'T ALWAYS TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THEM.
