After meeting discussion on Accessibility Apps Forum
In an after-meeting discussion, AXS Map, B Maps, IDPP and the Nippon Foundation proposed to create an Accessibility Apps Forum. Its aim would be to bring together different Accessibility Apps implementers and relevant stakeholders to explore options to gather all the information from the different apps with a view to produce a single worldwide map on accessibility places using information from all apps. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]With all the information of the different apps could be stored together, there would be a much larger map with many more reviewed places. This would help the daily life planning of persons with disabilities as well as help policy makers to identify locations where accessible places are scarce or inexistent and therefore where more accessibility awareness needs to raised. This may require a consolidated effort by the different apps to capture this information and bring it together in a common platform.
