Second report of the General Committee

1. At its 3rd meeting, on 27 September 2000, the General Committee considered
a request submitted by Equatorial Guinea (A/55/233) for the inclusion in the agenda
of an additional item entitled:

“Cooperation between the United Nations and the Economic Community of
Central African States”.

In this connection, the General Committee decided to recommend to the General
Assembly that the item:

(a) Be included in the agenda;

(b) Be considered directly in plenary meeting.

2. At the same meeting, the General Committee considered a request contained in
a letter dated 25 September 2000 from the Permanent Representative of Italy to the
United Nations addressed to the President of the General Assembly (A/55/417) and
decided to recommend to the Assembly that agenda item 105, entitled “Crime
prevention and criminal justice”, also be considered directly in plenary meeting for
the sole purpose of taking action on the draft United Nations Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime and the draft protocols thereto.
