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Decision 2004/1
Special themes for the Commission on Population and
Development in the years 2005-2006*

The Commission on Population and Development:

(a) Reaffirms that the special theme for the thirty-eighth session of the
Commission in 2005 shall be “Population, development and HIV/AIDS, with
particular emphasis on poverty”;

(b) Decides that the Commission should also consider in 2005 the
contribution of the implementation of the Programme of Action of the International
Conference on Population and Development, in all its aspects, to the achievement of
the internationally agreed development goals, including those contained in the
United Nations Millennium Declaration;14

(c) Decides that the special theme for the thirty-ninth session of the
Commission in 2006 shall be “International migration and development”, as a
contribution of the Commission to the high-level dialogue of the General Assembly
on the issue.
