i With regard to effective measures to enhance the protection, security and safety of diplomatic and congular
missions and representatives, and in the light of the provisiens of General Assembly resolution 67/94, paragraph 10,
concerning the reporting of serious vielations to the Secretary-General, thanks to God, there have been no vielations of
or threats against, whether serious or otherwise, the security and safety of accredited missfons in the couniry, ‘

2. Such violations as may accur are nothing more than corplaints or objections on the part of communities to
embassy or consulates that represent them regarding administrative procedures. Such things, of course, are not as
serious in nature as the violations referenced i paragraph 10 of the resolution.

3. With regard to the above-mentioned General Assembly resolution concerning effective measures to enhance
the protection, security and safety of diplomatic missions, all measures are taken and efforts made to secure diplomatic
headquarters and ensure the safety of the diplomatic corps. This is accomplished through the use of official and civilian
static goards and mobile patrols. In addition, security is provided for all national events and eccasions and official visits
to dipiematic headquarters, Security is heightened in case of potential threats, so as to ensure the security and safety of
all aceredited diplomatic missions in the country. A diplomatic liaison officer ensures that security arrangements are
made in ongoing coordination between the security officials of diplomatic missions and the Public Guard Department.

4, The Public Guard Department has sought to enhance communications with diplomatic missions, with a view to
removing any obstacles, implementing suggestions and overcoming any negative aspects that might affect the security
system. Accordingly, steps have been taken to hold an annual meeting with the security officials of diplomatic missions,
in order to understand the security requiremenis of those missions and listen to their questions and then address them in
coordimation with the relevant depariments of the Ministry of the Interior.
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
