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SPEECH BY THE MINISTER OF FORESTRY OF
THE REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA

ON THE COUNTRY LED INITIATIVE IN SUPPORT OF THE MULTIYEAR PROGRAM
OF WORK OF THE UNITED NATIONS FORUM ON FORESTS

UNFF-7, New York, 16 April 2007

Mr. Chairman,

It is' a great honor and pleasure for me to address the seventh session of the
United Nations Forum on Forests. I should like to compliment you and other members
of the Bureau for the arrangements made for this meeting and let me assure you of my
delegation's cooperation in ensuring the successful conclusion of UNFF-7.

The Government of Indonesia is committed to sustainable forest management
and participates actively in global forest policy deliberations. One of our recent
contributions to the development of global forest policy was a Country Led Initiative
(CLI) that was co-hosted with Germany in Nusa Dua, Bali from 13-16 February 2007.
The CLI aimed to contribute constructively to the negotiations of a Multi-Year Program
of Work (MYPOW) which is to be officially deliberated and adopted at UNFF-7. I am
also pleased to inform you that during lunch time tomorrow the Governments of
Indonesia and Germany will be hosting a side event to explore further on the outcome
of the CLI.

Mr. Chairman,

There were more than 150 experts from 65 countries, as well as from 10
international organizations, 3 regional groups and 11 major group organizations that
participated in the CLI.

For three and a half days in Bali, these experts openly discussed the practical
aspects of developing a multi-year program of work of UNFF. More specifically, they
focused on three broad issues discussed in three parallel working groups namely:

1. Themes of UNFF biennial sessions
2. Modalities of the MYPOW

3. Possible approaches to enhance regional and sub-regional dimensions in the
MYPOW

The discussions were fruitful and resulted in a number of ideas and views that are in
the Co-Chairmen's Summary Report, which was submitted to the UN Secretary-
General as an official document for UNFF-7 on 23 February 2007. I should also like to
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
