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Mr. Chairman, Dr. Purnama,
Distinguished Delegates,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

The adoption of the Non-Legally Binding Instrument on All Types of Forests (NLBI) and
the Multi-Year Programme of Work (MYPOW) at the 7th session of UNFF was a
significant progress for the international community in achieving the Global Objectives
on Forests as well as promoting sustainable forest management (SFM) on a global
scale.

In order to grasp the situation of the implementation of NLBI and the achievement of
the four global objectives on forests, it is essential to systematically share information
on efforts toward the SFM and the status of the implementation, and to see the whole
picture of them. During that process, the reports from countries are supposed to form
basis for this work. Japan expects that as many as possible member countries will
prepare their voluntary reports towards 2011.

The Japanese Government has been making significant efforts for promoting SFM,
curbing deforestation and forest degradation, and combating illegal logging in
developing countries through the contributions to international organizations and
funds such as the International Tropical Timber Organization (ITTO), FAO, and the
World Bank as well as through bilateral ODA. In addition, Japan actively supports the
efforts by developing countries toward the mitigation of and adaptation to climate
change including in the forest sector.

Thus, the significant contributions made by the Japanese Government generated some
positive changes in the forest sector in developing countries. In this connection, I
would like to mention that the Permanent Mission of Japan to the United Nations,
Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) and ITTO are going to co-organize a
UNFF8 side-event at 1:15PM on 21st April in the Conference Room 1, that focuses on
some of the achievements made by JICA and ITTO through their successful programs
and existing mechanisms, and on how to work better and more closely with them in
the future. We would like to invite all interested to that side-event. The flyers on the
side-event are available on the desk behind.
