Time and venue of the meeting

The Meeting will take place at United Nations Headquarters in New York, on 20 and 21
November, from 10:00 am to 1:00 pm and from 3:00 pm to 6:00 pm in Conference Room A
(subject to change), located in the basement of the conference area of the United Nations
Secretariat. The Conference Room can be accessed through the visitor’s entrance to the United
Nations located on First Avenue, opposite 46" Street. Unless you already have a United Nations
grounds pass, you will need to get a United Nations temporary grounds pass to enter the United
Nations complex. As explained below, passes will be distributed in the lobby of the DC2
Building (2 United Nations Plaza) from 8:45 am to 9:15 am on Thursday 20 November 2008.
Because you need to allow enough time to collect the pass and make a queue at the United
Nations building to undergo a security check, it is advisable to arrive at the DC2 building on
time. If you have a valid United Nations grounds pass or United Nations Laissez Passer, you do
not have to come to the DC2 building. However, please bring either both in order to enter the
United Nations building.

Temporary passes for non-United Nations participants

All participants are required to have a valid grounds pass to enter the United Nations buildings.
A temporary grounds pass will be given to participants who are not United Nations staff
members. Passes will be distributed on Thursday, 20 November 2008 from 8:45 am to 9:15 am
in the lobby of the DC2 Building (2 United Nations Plaza) which is located on the North side of
44™ Street between First and Second Avenues. The offices of the Population Division are located
on the 19" floor of the DC2 building. If you arrive later than 9:15 am on Thursday 20 November,
you can get the grounds pass by calling the Office of the Director of the Population Division, tel.
212-963-3179. If you are in the lobby of the DC2 building and use the phones located there, you
need to dial only the last five digits, 3-3179.
