Participants who are not staff members of the United Nations will be met in the lobby of the building by one of our staff members who will give them a temporary United Nations grounds pass and guide them to the Population Division Conference Room.  A grounds pass is required at all times to enter the conference room area of the UN Secretariat as well as the DC-1 and DC-2 buildings. 
If your airticket was purchased by the United Nations through American Express, please bring your passport, airline ticket or copy of electronic ticket email message, boarding passes and related materials to the Population Division Conference Room at 9:00 a.m. so that we may begin the reimbursement process.  If you arrive late on Tuesday morning, please call the Director’s office at (212) 963-4967 in order to obtain your grounds pass and papers.
If you are coming as a consultant, please note that under the United Nations consultancy rule, you are required to present a Medical Certificate certifying that you are in good health and have no illness or disability that might prevent you from travelling to and participating in the meeting.  Please bring with you this Medical Certificate on the day of the meeting.
