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Madame President, Ladies and Gentlemen,

T am Speaking on behalf of Honduras, whose geographic dimensions go deep into the
immensity of the international community. That Honduras who sometimes cries, groans
and laughs with a tormented heart of humanity.

That Honduras that today, with great satisfaction , has signed the Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities; fighting against discrimination, exclusion, lack of
equality ;marginalization, the violation of the human rights and above all, has signed
thinking on the infinite value of human dignity, the equality of the human beings, of the
respect to its rights and the obligation of all to create favorable conditions for the equal
development of all in a world even more complex and difficult.

My country, Honduras, highly values these historic facts and we completely assume all
of its implications. I know that over there, in the green plantain grounds of the north
coast, in the major cities ,in the most inhospitable fields, of Honduras or any other part
of the world, what we have done here today it’s a clear message, not only of hope but of
reality in the struggle for a better world , for a more righteous society and for a
sovereign equality, not only of the States, but most importantly of the human beings that
must be born in liberty and equality, but who also must live in liberty and equality.

Madame President, Delegates,

The Convention that we have signed today reaffirms the equal recognition of everybody
as persons in the presence of the law, protection against torture or cruel penalties,
inhuman or degrading , the protection against exploitation, violence and abuse, the
protection of personal integrity, but above all to guarantee and open roads to access of
justice, without discrimination and any delay.
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For that and for all the content of the Convention,  we congratulate ourselves. It’s a conquest that sometimes has not had any voice, a conquest of our most dignifying human beings, the ones who have made made efforts for a better worlds with facilities for everybody, with equality and rights, and have struggled for a world without any exclusions.

We thank everyone that has made possible de declaration of this historic Convention, specially the Honduran institutions and personalities that have had a broad participation in the discussion of the same.
