The International Disability Caucus is convinced that today (probably late tonight) all the remaining issues can and will be resolved. 

The Chair has rightly said it again and again: we are running against the clock. Let’s stop the clock and let’s work, if needed, throughout the night to reach an agreement on all remaining issues.

There is no justified reason at this stage to delay the adoption of the Convention, provided we can resolve all outstanding issues that the IDC has identified as crucial to our human rights.  650 million persons with disabilities worldwide are waiting for this. 
As we have done up to now, the IDC will continue to provide its support to all delegates by proposing alternatives which seek to resolve controversy in a direction that will be supported by persons with disabilities.
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
