Introduction

This questionnaire is designed to obtain information on the achievements of the Second International Decade of the World’s Indigenous People (2005 – 2014) in accordance with General Assembly A/RES/67/153, para 13, adopted on 20 December 2012. 

This resolution requests the Secretary-General, in collaboration with Member States, the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, the Special Rapporteur on the rights of indigenous peoples, the International Labour Organization, the United Nations Development Programme, the United Nations Entity for Gender Equality and the Empowerment of Women (UN-Women) and other relevant funds, programmes and specialized agencies of the United Nations system, to prepare a comprehensive final report on the achievement of the goal and objectives of the Second Decade, and its impact on the Millennium Development Goals. This report serves as an input to the preparatory process for the World Conference on Indigenous Peoples (2014) and  the discussion on the United Nations development agenda beyond 2015. 
This questionnaire seeks your input into the final report on the Second International Decade of the World’s Indigenous People (2005 – 2014).
