Indigenous People & Partnerships for a Sustainable Future:

The Nature Conservancy in the Brazilian Amazon & Wisconsin

The Nature Conservancy works in all 50 of the United States, as well as in 28 countries around the world. In more than 30 of those programs –nationally and internationally – the Conservancy is working collaboratively with indigenous and traditional communities on developing ways to conserve biological diversity while at the same time helping people live productively and sustainably on the landscape. This panel will focus on two Conservancy programs: Márcio Sztutman, Private/Indigenous Land Coordinator for The Nature Conservancy's Amazon Operating Unit, located in Belem, Brazil, will discuss the Conservancy's efforts to support the development of resource use and management plans for indigenous lands in the Amazon Basin, including income generation strategies based upon sustainable principles and low-impact development; and TNC's Matt Dallman, Director of Conservation in Northern Wisconsin, and Donna Lynk, an elected member of the Bad River Band Tribal Government of the Lake Superior Tribe of Chippewa, will discuss a joint effort to preserve the Kakagon/BadRiver Sloughs, the largest undeveloped wetland complex in the upper Great Lakes.
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
