
 
 

Spotlight on role of Arab youth

YOUNG Arabs suffer from a lack of freedom, knowledge, good governance and the absence 
of gender equality, according to a United Nations (UN) expert. 

This in turn means they are unable to express their perspectives on policies and programmes 
that affect their lives, said United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) regional 
programmes chief Nadad Al Nashif. 

"In addition, youths live in and with the detrimental impact of poverty; ills emerging from 
labour markets eschewed by the impact of globalisation; and unmet frustrations and 
expectations orchestrated partly by media and technology, and partly by evolving dynamics of 
family structures," she said at a conference in Bahrain yesterday. 

Ms Nashif referred to studies that indicate Arab societies still lack the proper structures and 
resources for organising youth activism, whether through volunteering, youth activities or 
networking opportunities. 

She said this must be corrected if Arab countries are to move forward. 

"A more involved and effectively mobilised Arab youth means higher numbers of informed and 
concerned Arab constituencies, thus more space for democratic practices in the region," said 
Ms Nashif, who was speaking at a Gulf workshop on Arab youth strategies at the Sheraton 
Hotel. 

It was organised by the United Nations Department for Economic and Social Affairs, in co-
operation with the General Organisation for Youth and Sports. 

Around 20 Gulf government officials concerned with the management of youth policies and 
programmes, non-governmental organisations (NGOs) and academics are taking part. 

The workshop is in line with the World Programme of Action for Youth, adopted by the UN's 
General Assembly and the UN Millennium Summit. 

It is the first in a series of three to be held in the Arab region exploring the complex economic, 
social, political and other factors that have a bearing on Arab youth development, said Ms 
Nashif. 

The event focuses on the impact of globalisation, employment, gender dynamics, the 
participation of young women in public life and governance and political participation. 

"These workshops examine the contribution of governments in formulating sound youth 
development policies and the role that youth organisations and NGOs, in conjunction with the 
public and private sector, can play in ensuring the effectiveness of these policies," said Ms 
Nashif. 

The results of the workshops will be documented in a publication on Arab youth strategies for 
the new millennium. 

They will also feed into the formulation and discussion of some concrete youth programmes 



and will be used to compile the 2005 UNDP Arab Human Development Report. 

The workshop is a forerunner to a review of the UN Millennium Development Goals at the 
upcoming September 2005 General Assembly session. 

"We want to ensure that the voices, aspirations and achievements of the Arab youth will be 
heard in September - hence this workshop," said Ms Nashif.

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Need to inspire
Bahrain youth’s
imagination

IT is a cultural attitude common to Asian and Arab
countries that well-behaved children and youth are
still more often seen than heard – and often not even

seen. 
This is a pity really when we are fast reaching a

stage where the majority of the Earth’s population
are in the “youth” category of 15 to 30 years of age. 

Just as the past three or four decades were all about
women’s empowerment and the recognition of women
as integral to development, the millennium develop-
ment plans of most nations today revolve around har-
nessing the pulsating energy and vibrant imagination
of youth to achieve ambitious developmental goals. 

This state of affairs is in itself indicative of the
changing demographics that have thrust youth to the
centre-stage of world affairs today. 

Unlike the West though, where many town councils
have youth on their committees and elected to their
boards, Arab countries are largely seen as paying lip-
service to the concept of youth empowerment. 

Many studies maintain that Arab societies still lack
the proper structures and resources for organising
youth activitism, whether through volunteerism,
youth activities or networking opportunities.

At a regional workshop held to draw up strategies
for national youth policies, I was amused but unsur-
prised to note that the speakers and participants were
made up almost entirely of people who do not qualify
as “youth” as described by international policy
wonks and governments. 

We talked a lot about Bahrain and how the
Kingdom had shown the way by initiating an exten-
sive youth survey to shape its National Youth Policy. 

It was a first for the Arab world apparently and
won the Kingdom accolades from international youth
studies organisations. 

But I and a lot of others still maintain that we need
more active participation from youth in nation-build-
ing. 

Remember how John F. Kennedy’s Peace Corps
idea transformed the youth scene and re-directed
energies for American youth of the ‘sixties? 

The Arab world – and Bahrain – need similar
dynamic ideas to inspire our youth and enrich their
imaginations.

WORK on the BD27 million infra-
structure development part of the
Shaikh Khalifa bin Salman Port is
set to begin in a few weeks time, the
Assistant Undersecretary for Human
and Financial Resources at the
Ministry of Works and Housing,
Khalil Al Sayed, said yesterday.

Al Sayyed told Bahrain Tribune
that the work contract would be
awarded to a Bahraini firm in a
few days. “We have shortlisted
some Bahraini firms and will
announce the name soon. The ten-
der evaluation report has been for-
warded to the ministries concerned
for approval.”

Al Sayed, who is also Acting
Assistant Undersecretary for
Building Projects, was speaking
after touring the BD2.25 million

sewerage treatment plant in Hidd
that has been completed by

Bahraini firm, A.A. Nass
Contracting.

“The conclusion of this work, as
also the BD80 million dredging,
reclamation and keywall project,
has ensured that the work on the
infrastructure can get under way,”
he said. “The BD80 million pro-
ject has been completed by A. A.
Nass, in collaboration with compa-
nies from the US and South
Africa.”

He said the projects were a
tough challenge for the ministry
but were not impossible to over-
come through the guidance of the
leadership and by cooperation,
coordination and planning. 

He said the ministry had pre-
pared a strategic plan for the road
and sewerage networks, along
with a national construction plan. 

Meanwhile, with almost the
entire work having been complet-
ed, the Seef flyover is expected to

be open for traffic by Tuesday, an
official said.

The flyover, which replaces the
Seef roundabout, is one of the two
such projects initiated by the
Ministry of Works and Housing in
the district, at a cost of about
BD12.2 million.

“The rest of the work includes
the slop protection to road
embankments which will take
some time,” acting Director of
Roads Project and Maintenance at
the ministry, Waleed Al Saie, said.

“The flyovers are part of the
proposed North Manama corridor
improvements and include the
reconstruction of 2.2km dual
three-lane arterial highway and
crossroads from previous Seef
roundabout (Al Seef Interchange)
to the Pearl roundabout (Central
Market Interchange).

EMOTIONAL intelligence
was the focus of a series of
workshops for parents organ-
ised by the Bahrain Women
Society.

The activities were part of
the White Hand Project to
encourage the participants
to control their emotions
and use them in positive
manners.

Parents will be involved
in activities related to posi-
tive communication, self-
confidence, decision-mak-
ing, creative thinking, prob-
lem-solving and critical
thinking. The society will
organise workshops on self-
consciousness, anger man-
agement and respect. The
activities are part of a plan
to strengthen ties between
parents and their ill children
and enable them to deal pos-
itively with the illnesses.
The programme is part of a
plan to support ill children

and their families, through a
host of entertainment, health
and educational activities.

Ill children and their par-
ents are being encouraged to
be more socially active by
taking part in health educa-
tion activities and motivat-
ing other children to over-
come their health complica-
tions. The programme main-
ly covers children with
hereditary diseases to make

them happier. “Children
have the right to live in a
stable and happy environ-
ment and ill youngsters
should be encouraged to
enjoy every second of their
lives,” the head of the pro-
gramme, Shu’a Al Alawi,
said.

She said the programme
was highlighting the effects
of inherited diseases on chil-
dren. “Couples with inherit-
ed diseases should think
twice before getting married
because their decision may
lead to health problems for
their children.” 

The programme offers
training for ill children in
the age group 12-16 and
their mothers to make the
youngsters more confident
and secure. 

The training teaches the
children basic skills to deal
with their illnesses and pain.
The programme stresses the
need to reinforce health ser-
vices and awareness,

enhancing  children’s
involvement in health activ-
ities, improving cooperation
between health and social
organisations. “The children
are motivated to think posi-
tively about their diseases
and enhance their communi-
cation skills,” Al Alawi said,
adding that mothers had
been taught ways to deal
with their ill children.

“The programme covers
mothers because studies
have shown that mothers
have positive impact on the
healing progress of their
children,” she said. 

The programme’s team is
visiting children at hospitals
and homes. “Most children
hate hospitals so we are
keen to visit them regularly
and offer them gifts and toys
to make them feel less iso-
lated,” Al Alawi said.

Focus on children’s emotional growth

THE results of 703 out of 2,010 adult education learners
appearing for the intermediate certificate exams are expected to
be announced on June 8, writes Suad Hamada.

The exams of the adult education programme started on
May 24 and will conclude on June 1 at 13 centres for women
and 15 centres for men. Of the total, 889 students are
females and 1,111 are males and the results of all education
levels will be released on June 11.

“The examinations are going on smoothly because of the
well-organising process and the schedules which were
drawn in the beginning of the scholastic year to inform stu-
dents about the timing and dates of their final exams,” the
head of adult education, Badriya Hamadan, said.

The schedules were designed to suit all the centres and
meet the students’ requirements. A special committee has
been formed to supervise the organising procedures of the
exams and provide students with help. The directorate has
been providing the students with support to prepare them for
the exams. “The exams are not to challenge the learners but
to measure their understanding for the curricula,” Hamadan
said, adding that for the first time the students would have
computer tests. She said that in order to attract students to
complete studies and register for the coming academic year
the exams were easy. “We set the academic year budget
according to the number of students, centres and teachers,
but usually after the first semester students start skipping
classes and the ministry sustain huge financial loses.”
