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The Pan-African Implementation and 
Partnership Conferenceon Water 

(December 8-13, 2003)

Under the aegis of the African Ministerial Coun-
cil  on Water (AMCOW) and the New Part-
nership for African Development (NEPAD), the 

UN system,  organised as UN-Water/Africa and in part-
nership with the African Development Bank (AfDB) and 
African Water Task Force (AWTF),  the Pan-African 
Implementation and Partnership Conference on Water 
will be convened in Addis Ababa from 8 to 13 Decem-
ber 2003. The Government of Ethiopia and the UN Eco-
nomic Commission for Africa (ECA) will jointly host 
the Conference. The Pan-African Conference repre-
sents a political commitment at the highest level among 
African Governments to move forward in solving the 
continent�s impending water crisis.

 
African Governments, along with representatives 

of the international community, the scientiÞ c commu-
nity, civil society and the private sector will, therefore, 
meet in Addis Ababa to agree on how to turn commit-
ments into action.

Aims and objectives of the Conference

The Pan-African Implementation and Partnership 
Conference will address the implication of the outcomes 
of the World Summit on Sustainable Development on 
regional water initiatives, as well as the continent�s 
role in the implementation of the Summit�s outcomes.  
Most importantly, the conference will provide a plat-
form for African countries, the international community 
and United Nations agencies to reafÞ rm their commit-
ment to solving Africa�s water crisis.

The aim of the Pan-African conference is to deter-
mine how to collectively implement the actions envis-
aged in the African Water Vision 2025, the NEPAD 
water agenda, the World Summit�s targets and the Mil-
lennium Development Goals on water.  The objective is 
to focus attention on the implementation requirements, 
in Africa, of the many regional and international targets 
in the water sector. The Pan-African Conference will 
seek to secure inter and intra-African commitments to 
the implementation of targets and build international 
solidarity in the form of concrete partnerships.

 
The conference will be based on the fundamental 

principles and values set out in the Johannesburg Decla-
ration on Sustainable Development and the challenges 
identiÞ ed under the African Water Vision 2025 with par-

ticular focus, from the African viewpoint, on the water 
related commitments and targets, which are: 

(a)   To halve by 2015 the proportion of people 
without sustainable access to safe drinking 
water and the proportion of  people without 
access to basic sanitation;

(b) To develop integrated water resource man-
agement and water efÞ ciency plans by 
2005, with support to developing countries, 
through actions at all levels.

Key initiatives to be launched in Addis Ababa

The key initiatives to be launched  include the fol-
lowing:

(a) The African Water Facility to be hosted by 
the African Development Bank (AfDB), as 
a mechanism for African Governments and 
Sub-regional bodies ( Economic Communi-
ties and River Basin Authorities) to ensure 
investment support for water resource man-
agement and water service provision in 
Africa;

(b) Bi-Annual African Water Development 
Report (AWDR) and African Water Infor-
mation Clearing House (AWICH);

(c) An action plan for implementing the water-
related outcomes of the Summit of the 
Group of Eight held in Evian, France, which 
recognized the importance of strengthen-
ing proper water management in Africa;

(d) Agreement on implementation modalities 
for the European Union Water Initiative for 
Africa;

(e) Development of national and subregional 
plans and initiatives to facilitate the achieve-
ment of the targets on water in the Mil-
lennium Development Goals and World 
Summit outcomes;

(f) Portfolio of water projects prepared by 
the Secretariat of the New Partnership for 
Africa�s Development (NEPAD), in close 
collaboration with AMCOW and with the 
support of AMCEN, as the core of a 
plan of action for achieving the NEPAD 
water agenda, the Millennium Develop-
ment Goals and the World Summit targets 
on water and sanitation in Africa within 
the context of Integrated Water Resources 
Management (IWRM).

Pre-conference Activities

The week of the conference will be designated 
�African Water Week� by AMCOW member countries 
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and their Governments.  Water-related activities will be 
promoted across the continent to coincide with and raise 
awareness about water issues in general and the confer-
ence in particular.

In Addis Ababa, during the period preceding the 
conference, a number of activities will be held, includ-
ing the following:

(a) Workshop by AfDB on rural water supply 
and sanitation;

(b)  Workshop on gender and water issues in 
Africa;

(c) Civil society meeting on water in Africa;
(d) Marketplace for water-related services and 

programmes;
(e)  Pan African Committee for START;
(f) Other events to be announced.

Conference Format

The conference will be organized at three levels.  
The Þ rst level will comprise three parallel two-day seg-
ments: stakeholders segment; a scientiÞ c and technolog-
ical segment and a programme segment.  These will be 
followed at the second level by a one-day harmonizing 
segment that will feed into a Ministerial and Partnership 
segment at the third level. The layout of these segments 
is given below:

1.   The stakeholders segment

The stakeholders segment will concentrate on the 
follow-up to the Accra Water Conference of 15-17 April 
2002, during which African stakeholders agreed to a 

number of positions on the way forward for the water 
sector in Africa.  Deliberations will be on the extent of 
implementation of the Accra outcomes. In particular, the 
current status of the challenges identiÞ ed during the con-
ference will be discussed and a way forward charted.

2.   The scientiÞ c and technical segment

This segment will concentrate on focused water 
research activities in Africa, and explore the constraints 
that the scientiÞ c and academic communities face in 
playing their vital role in meeting the Millennium Devel-
opment Goal targets. It will also chart a way forward on 
how these constraints can be overcome.

3.  The programme segment

This segment will comprise deliberations on a 
concrete �portfolio of actions� that will have been pre-
pared by all countries as input to the conference, as 
well as subregional and regional action plans. This seg-
ment will aim at a consensus on appropriate action pro-
grammes, their cost and implementation strategies, as 
well as a plan for submission to the Ministerial & Part-
ners session for endorsement and funding commitments 
after the harmonization segment.

 4.   Harmonizing segment

This segment will deliberate on the outcomes of 
the three parallel segments and seek to harmonize them 
in a common framework for submission to the Ministe-
rial & Partners segment for endorsement  and funding 
commitments.

It will receive submissions 
from the Harmonizing segment and offer political 
direction for ensuring effective implementation of the 
endorsed action programme. It will provide a forum for 
discussion, negotiation and funding between the African 
Ministers and the Development partners.

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African Water Journal   -   A Call for Papers 
Background

In order to effectively manage and develop water resources, there is an undeniable need to assess the availability, 
distribution and management of water regarding its quantity and quality attributes; its utilization (both consumptive and 
non-consumptive) and ecosystem functions.  In addition to these, there is the need for a continuous updating of the state-
of-the-art techniques for observing and monitoring the entire scientiÞ c proÞ le of terrestrial freshwater resources, as well 
as analytical and management tools to facilitate effective planning for utilisation. This should be complemented with 
the appropriate measures to address the economic, ecological, political, institutional and cultural aspects of water and 
its interrelations with the human society.  

A key limitation to providing the appropriate policy framework for the management and development of water 
resources in Africa is the paucity of information ß ow on: 

� Assessments and monitoring of the resources at national, sub-regional and continental levels, 
� Research work or experiences gained, in the process of scientiÞ c investigation, to improve the knowl-

edge base of the resources

This can be attributed to the absence of any effective outlet for the dissemination of such experiences and 
knowledge on the continent. Most African professionals and researchers in the water sector are in dire need of outlets 
for the dissemination of the outcomes of their work outside of the continent, with the concomitant costs that come 
with them (sometimes making it impossible to access such outlets).

The African Water Vision refers to the challenge of retaining African professionals in the water sector on the 
continent once they have been trained. One way of doing this is to provide appropriate incentives and opportunities 
to motivate them so that the skills they have acquired do not become atrophied from lack of use. In the light of the 
current drive to meet the Millennium Development Goals and the 2003 World Summit on Sustainable Development 
targets for water, this challenge needs to be taken up seriously. 

Introducing the African Water Journal

Given the above background, the African Water Journal will be launched during the Pan-African Part-
nership and Implementation Conference on Water planned to coincide with the close of 2003 as the Year 
of Freshwater, and expected to be sustained by the African Water Forum, which has as one of its objec-
tives the provision of a platform for sharing and disseminating experiences and knowledge in the water 
sector within Africa. The Journal shall be open to contribution of papers from all water sector profes-
sionals and practitioners in Africa and is intended to provide an outlet to:-

� Consolidate and disseminate the growing knowledge and experiences of African national profession-
als in water resources development and management to help provide a strong foundation for regional 
and national water policies and plans

� enhance the capacity of the professionals and practitioners to directly or indirectly provide effective 
technical backstopping to the political hierarchy 

� to facilitate the documentation and sharing of African experiences within Africa and the outside 
world

Eminent Africans who have carved a niche in the academic and professional Þ elds will constitute the Editorial 
Board of the Journal. The board will ensure that all papers published in the Journal are stringently quality-assured 
and work towards making the Journal an icon on the continent. 

All contributed papers to the Journal shall be peer reviewed according to the following criteria:

� Quality of Analyses.
� Quality of Data.
� Completeness of Information.
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� Consistency in use of Indicators.
� Quality of Writing.
� Adherence to adapted structure.

Thematic Areas

To ensure that the Journal contributes effectively to future versions of the African Water Development Report, 
the premier edition of which is under preparation and expected to be launched during the Pan African Partnership 
and Implementation Conference, the following thematic areas will be adopted in consonance with the World Water 
Development Report:

1. Meeting basic needs - for safe and sufÞ cient water and sanitation.
2. Securing the food supply - especially for the poor and vulnerable through the more effective use of 

water.
3. Protecting ecosystems - ensuring their integrity via sustainable water resource management.
4. Sharing water resources - promoting peaceful cooperation between different uses of water and between 

concerned states, through approaches such as sustainable river basin management.
5. Managing risks - to provide security from a range of water related hazards.
6. Valuing water - to manage water in the light of its different values (economic, social, environmental, 

cultural) and to move towards pricing water to recover the costs of service provision, taking account of 
equity and the needs of the poor and vulnerable.

7. Governing water wisely - involving the public and the interests of all stakeholders.
8. Water and industry - promoting cleaner industry with respect to water quality and the needs of other 

users.
9. Water and energy - assessing water�s key role in energy production to meet rising energy demands.
10. Ensuring the knowledge base - so that water knowledge becomes more universally available.
11. Water and cities - recognizing the distinctive challenges of an increasingly urbanized world.

Management of the Journal

The Journal will be produced on a semi-annual basis and will be a joint ß agship publication of the following 
major stakeholders of the African water sector:

Please use 12pt font size for ease of editing. Double space all text and tables. Manuscripts should be free 
from handwritten corrections, staples etc. Full justiÞ cation, A4 page layout (NOT Letter). Margins: 1.0 
top/bottom, 1.25 sides.

2.  Bibliographical References and notes: For single author volumes the Press uses a single reference/
endnote section at the back of the book. For multi-author or edited volumes, endnotes /references are 
placed at the end of each chapter. The author/date citation system is preferred. Please double space 
notes/references. Do NOT use footnotes. Do NOT use references embedded in the text. Incomplete and 
inconsistently formatted references cause more production delays than any other editing problem. 

3.  Headings: Please ensure that different levels of subheadings are clear. Do not number or letter subhead-
ings (i.e. provide an actual title).

4.  Figures and Illustrations: Please call all graphs, charts, photos, etc. �Figure�. All Þ gures other than the 
author�s original work should be sourced correctly. 

All illustrations and Þ gures should be originals or Þ rst generation photocopies. Each Þ gure/illustration (if 
drawn), should be stored on a separate electronic Þ le on disk. A hard copy of the individual Þ gure/illustration should 
also be provided.

1. Immigration Requirements

Visas are required for all participants traveling to Ethiopia, except for nationals of Djibouti and Kenya.  Par-
ticipants from countries that have Ethiopian diplomatic missions are required by the Ethiopian immigration authori-
ties to secure their visas from those missions.  

Participants from such countries must obtain a visa through the Ethiopian Diplomatic Mission before 
departure.  These include holders of diplomatic and service passports as well as United Nations Laissez-Passer.

If your country does not have an Ethiopian Diplomatic Mission, ECA will assist you in obtaining a visa upon 
arrival, subject to prior submission of your complete passport details and ß ight information (refer to registration 
form).  

You should request visa assistance from ECA well in advance, as it will take at least two weeks to process visa 
applications and obtain approval from Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Immigration Authorities.

Please carry your letter of invitation on you as this document is needed when facilitating visas on arrival at 
Bole International Airport, Addis Ababa.
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Prior to entry, visitors to Ethiopia should be in possession of a valid innoculation certiÞ cate for yellow fever.  
Vaccination against cholera is also required for any person who has visited or transited a cholera-infected area within 
six days of arriving in the country.

Please note that an Ethiopian visa costs between Birr 150 - 325 (US$ 20 - 50) per person depending on 
your nationality and payment must be made at the time of issue.  Holders of diplomatic and service passports 
as well as United Nations Laissez-Passer will receive visas free of charge.  Expenses incurred in connection 
with visa requirements are paid in local currency, which can be obtained from the Ethiopian Commercial Bank 
at Bole International Airport.  Bank receipts for money changed at the airport must be kept securely as they 
may be asked for upon departure.  The airport tax on departure from Bole International Airport is US$ 20.00 
payable in cash in US dollars.

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4. Currency/Banks

All foreign currency in your possession should be declared on the blue currency declaration form upon arrival 
at Bole International Airport.  There is no limit on how much you can bring into the country.

Ethiopian currency is denominated in �Birr� and �Cents�.  The bank rate of exchange varies.  The UN ofÞ cial 
rate as of 1 January 2003 was US$ 1.00=Birr 8.6.

Currency changed into Birr at the Commercial Bank on the ECA compound, may be reconverted only at that 
branch of Commercial Bank, and not exceeding the originally converted amount.

Acceptance of credit card is limited to few hotels and restaurants.  It is therefore advisable to carry other means 
of exchange (traveler cheques) and adequate local cash.

5. Transport

You will arrive at Bole International Airport, which is located just 5 kilometres from the Centre of Addis 
Ababa.  Please note that only certain Hotels have transport for arriving guests, but there are taxis readily available to 
reach your Hotel or city destination.

Hotels will be able to provide transfers back to the airport on return.  Participants are required to notify their 
respective hotel of their departure date and time 24 hours in advance to ensure the necessary arrangements are made.

ECA buses will be available to transfer participants from hotels to the Conference Centre in the mornings and 
back to their hotels at the end of the day�s session.  No transfers will be provided during lunch break.

December varies between maximum 23°c and minimum 5 °c, which is warm during the day and cool at night.
