* Operational Aspects: organisation, management and design of the Car Free Day, security measures, emergencies, logistics, and control of the day.

* Communications to the public / Raising Public Awareness / Involving Community Groups


* Recreational and Cultural Activities celebrated during the Car Free Day

* Impact Assessment: economic, transportation, environmental, public opinion, and long-term follow up
