Записка Председателя

1.
В своей резолюции 55/194 Генеральная Ассамблея приняла, среди прочего, решение по организационным вопросам, связанным с участием партнеров по осуществлению Повестки дня Хабитат в работе специальной сессии.  

2.
В той же резолюции Генеральная Ассамблея постановила также сделать аккредитацию специальной сессии, открытой для:  


а)
партнеров по осуществлению Повестки дня Хабитат, которые были аккредитованы на второй Конференции Организации Объединенных Наций по населенным пунктам (Хабитат II);  


b)
неправительственных организаций, имеющих консультативный статус при Экономическом и Социальном Совете, за исключением тех, заявки которых о предоставлении консультативного статуса были отклонены или которые были лишены консультативного статуса, в том числе временно.  

3.
Ассамблея также постановила, что вопрос об аккредитации других заинтересованных и соответствующих партнеров по осуществлению Повестки дня Хабитат, которые не были аккредитованы на Хабитат II, должен быть рассмотрен Подготовительным комитетом, при условии, что эти партнеры подадут в Комитет в составе Бюро Подготовительного комитета и секретариата к 9 февраля 2001 года заявку на аккредитацию, содержащую информацию об их компетенции и связи с тематикой специальной сессии.  

4.
В соответствии с последним решением в настоящей записке Подготовительному комитету представлена соответствующая информация о заявках на аккредитацию тех партнеров по осуществлению Повестки дня Хабитат, которые не имеют консультативного статуса при Экономическом и Социальном Совете или не включены в реестр и не были аккредитованы на Хабитат II.  Каждая из заявок в списке была рассмотрена Комитетом в составе Бюро Подготовительного комитета и секретариата в соответствии с критериями, установленными Генеральной Ассамблеей, и признана имеющей связь с тематикой работы специальной сессии.

В консультации с секретариатом Председатель рекомендует Подготовительному комитету предоставить аккредитацию местным органам власти, неправительственным организациям и другим партнерам по осуществлению Повестки дня Хабитат, которые представили свои заявки к установленному сроку, 9 февраля 2001 года, и которые перечислены в приложении ниже.
