H1N1 vaccination campaign at HQ ends on Friday, 19 February 
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The UN Medical Service's H1N1 Vaccination Campaign ends on Friday, 19 February and they ask you to get your H1N1 flu shots today.
The World Health Organization (WHO) reports that the pandemic influenza (H1N1) 2009 virus continues to be the predominant flu virus circulating worldwide, including within the United States.
Although overall flu activity is declining in New York City, the H1N1 virus continues to cause individual cases of illness and deaths. Over the past two months, more than 80 patients were hospitalized each week for flu-like illness at NYC Emergency Departments.  A third wave of illness before summer remains a possibility.
Experts at WHO and other centres across the globe continue to recommend that vaccination provides the best protection against H1N1 influenza - an illness that can be serious, and in some cases, fatal.  The UN Medical Service therefore encourages all staff to remain vigilant, and to take this opportunity to visit us and be vaccinated at no cost.
Please note that the week ending Friday, 19 February will be the last week of the campaign.  All staff who wish to be vaccinated should not wait, and should come to the Medical Service as soon as possible.
The vaccines will be administered daily from 9:30 to 11:30 a.m. and from 2:30 to 4:00 p.m. in Room S-535, up to and including Friday, 19 February.
Before visiting the Medical Service, please complete the Flu Vaccine Consent Form and bring it with you to avoid unnecessary waiting time.
You will be required to remain for 20 minutes after the vaccine is given for routine observation purposes.
While the H1N1 vaccine is being given at the above-specified times, please expect delays for the other services provided by the Medical Services.  Response to emergencies will not be affected.
