Note No 3/6/2-256 of 15 March 2010 From

the United Arab Emirates to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

The Ministry of Affairs of the United Arab Emirates (UAE) presents
its best greetings to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia (KSA).

With reference to its note No. 3/6/2-638 dated 1/8/1430 Hyn
corresponding to 23/7/2009 and its note No. 3/6/2- 775 of 4 Ramadan
1430 Hijri corresponding to 23 August 2009, the Ministry of Fareign
Affairs would like to bring to the knowledge of the respected Ministry that
i the afternoon of Sunday 13/3/2010 at 16:40, three patrol boats carrying
the numbers (746 S),(749 S) and (750 S). crossed, without prior
permission, the median line separatipg the territorial sea of UAE and that
of KSA opposite Al Udaid Governorate, and entered the UAE’s territonal
sea at a Jocation lying to the west of the UAE’s Island of Khardal. The co-
ordinates of this location are as follows:

(51° 28" 51.4"" Longitude)
(24° 26" 34.7"" Latitude)

Immediately after that, the UAE patrol boats surrounded the Saudi
patrol boats and asked them to leave the territoria) sea of the UAE. On
refusing to comply, the Saudi patrol boats were asked to head for the

UAE’s station of Ras Khumais to explain the reason for their presence in

the territorial sea of the UAE. The cammander of the Saudi patrol boats
did not comply and brandished a weapon in the face of the personnel of a
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UAE’s patrol boat which replied by firing warning shots. Thence the Saudi
patrols made an attempt to escape from the location, but UAE’s patro]
boats were able to arrest the Saudi patrol boat No (749 S) which was
commanded by Lieutenant Yasir Hilal Al Shari and Private Abdel Karim
Ali Nasir Al Khahtani. The arrest took place in a location inside the
territorial sea of the UAE, the co-ordinates of which are as follows:

(51°28° 03.4"" Longitude)
(24°26° 46 5" Latitude)

Afterwards the Lieutenant and the Private were taken to Ras
Khumais station to be questioned on the reason for the crossing of their
patro] boat the median line and stopping in the territorial sea of the UAE.

The UAE’s Minjstry for Foreign Affairs smongly protests the
repeated incursions by the Saudi patro| boats info the territorial sea of the
UAE and confirms that the UAE is prepared to take the necessary
measures to protect its exclusive pational sovereignty over its territorial
S€a.

To put an end to these incursions, and to avoid any incidents, the
UAE Ministry for Foreign Affairs repeats the invitation to the KS5A
Ministry for Foreign Affairs to commence forthwith discussion for .the
delimitation of the maritime boundary between the territorial sea of the
UAE and that of KSA opposite Al Udiad Governorate. '

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the UAE avails itself of this
occasion to express to the respected Ministry its highest consideration.
