DTM Survey Italy = 5719 interviews 
• In Italy, Jun-Nov 2016 

– 5 data collectors, at 40 
points in Southern Italy 

– Sample with the same 
structure of total 
population (i.e. total 
arrivals by sea MoI) 
(nationality, age, sex) 

– Socio-eco background, 
journey (cost, transit 
locations), reasons for 
migration, intended 
destination, etc. 

– 6 questions on the 
prevalence of HT and other 
exploitative practices while 
in transit
