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Regular budget cash balance at the end of September was worse this year compared to last year, 

despite starting the year with more cash ($800 million at the beginning of 2023 vs. $665 million at 

the beginning of 2022). Collections were lower, forcing a borrowing from the Working Capital 

Fund in August, compared to September last year.  In October we will also borrow from the Special 

Account which we have not done in the past two years.
