of the representative of the Russian Federation

at the main partof the 74th session of the UN General Assembly Fifth Committee

on Item 134 “Second performance report on the programme budget
for the biennium 2018-2019”

Dear Mr. Chairman,

First of all, allow me to thank the Chairman of the Advisory Committee

on Administrative and Budgetary Questions (ACABQ) Mr. Cihan TERZI and the UN

Controller Mr. Chandramouli RAMANATHANforthe presentation of the reports.

Weare particularly grateful to the ACABQ for the preparation of the report

(A/74/583), which includes informative tables on the financial situation

of the United Nations.

Wenote with appreciation that in accordance with paragraph 11 of the ACABQ

report, the cash ratio in 2019 has improved compared with that in 2018. For your

information, in November 2019 it was 0.7 but in November 2018 the cash ratio was

negative and not indicated in table 1 of the ACABQreport.

In this respect, Mr. RAMANATHAN,please confirm that, in accordance with

Table 3 of the ACABQ report, the UN financial situation in 2019 (for your

information, the outstanding contributions amount to 112 million US dollars - 96.1%

of the assessed contributions were received by the Secretariat) is no worse than the

financial situation of the UN in 2017 (for your information, the deficit at the end of

2017 amounted to 121 million US dollars - 95.3% of the assessed contributions were
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received by the Secretariat), when the so-called “austerity measures” affecting the

work of the delegations of the UN MemberStates were not introduced.

In addition, we have noticed that, according to paragraph 12 of the ACABQ

report, as at the end of November 2019, the UN Controller had 198 million USdollars

in the special account and 187 million US dollars as cash balances for closed

peacekeeping operations. We would like to ask you, Mr. RAMANATHAN,what are

the cash balances for closed tribunals? Adding this to the combined balance of the

special account and the accounts of closed peacekeeping operations amounting to 385

million US dollars, we will be able to draw a conclusion on the total amount of

reserves that you can use in case ofcritical and urgent need, as you,in fact, already do

by borrowing funds from accounts of closed peacekeeping operations in violation of

the UN Financial Regulations and Rules. We would be grateful for the clarifications

of the Secretariat in this regard.

In conclusion, we would like to once again appeal to you,

Mr. RAMANATHAN,with a request to provide calculations of the savings received

by the Secretariat as a result of applying each of the so-called “austerity measures”

approved by the Secretary-General in mid-October 2019 as we previously requested,

and as requested by the ACABQ in paragraphs 8 and 10 of the report.

The Russian Federation is particularly interested in calculating the amount of savings

resulting from the Secretariat’s measures directly affecting the work of the

delegations of the UN MemberStates.
