| have the honor to introduce the draft resolution under agenda item 82, entitled “Consideration
of effective measures to enhance the protection, security and safety of diplomatic and consular

| am pleased to announce that the following Member States also join in sponsoring the draft
resolution: Azerbaijan, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Cyprus and France.

The draft resolution is based on resolution 77/108 adopted in 2022 with necessary technical
updates to extend the reporting mandates for the next biennial and to include the present item
on the agenda of the General Assembly in its eighty-first session.
