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Introduction 

1. On 10 February 2021, in response to Order No. 24 (GVA/2021), the 

Respondent informed the Tribunal that the selection process under review in these 

proceedings was “de facto suspended” but had not been cancelled. 

2. On the same day, the Applicant sought leave to submit a brief response to the 

information provided by the Respondent. 

3. To ensure the fairness of the proceedings, the Tribunal finds it appropriate to 

grant the Applicant’s request to submit observations to the Respondent’s 

10 February 2021 submission. 

Conclusion 

4. In view of the foregoing, it is ORDERED THAT: 

a. The Applicant may submit his observations to the Respondent’s 

10 February 2021 submission by Monday, 22 February 2021, 4.00 p.m. 

Geneva time. This filing shall not exceed five pages, using Times New 

Roman, font 12 and 1.5 line spacing.
