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Introduction 

1. The Applicant is a staff member of the United Nations Operation in Côte 

d’Ivoire (UNOCI). He filed the current Application on 23 May 2014 challenging “the 

failure of the Administration to properly apply the eligibility requirements set out in 

Section 2 of ST/SGB/2011/9”. 

2. The Respondent submitted a Reply on 1 July 2014. 

3. In light of the submissions in the Respondent’s Reply, the Applicant 

submitted a request to “withdraw his complaint and all subsequent proceedings filed 

before the UNDT” on 9 July 2014.

4. The Tribunal hereby records the contents of the Applicant’s Motion and 

orders that the matter of Yattara v. Secretary-General of the United Nations (Case 

No. UNDT/NBI/2014/043) be struck off the Court’s docket.
