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Introduction 

1. The Applicant is a staff member of the United Nations Economic and Social 

Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA). He filed the current application on 21 

March 2013 challenging the decision by the Executive Secretary of ESCWA not to 

select him for the post of Chief of Security at the P-4 level (Contested Decision).  

2. The Respondent submitted his Reply on 22 April 2013.  

 
3. The Tribunal heard the matter from 10-11 September 2014. 

 
4.  On 5 June 2015, the Applicant filed a Motion to discontinue proceedings as a 

result of ESCWA’s decision to select him for the contested post. 

ORDERS 

5. The Tribunal hereby RECORDS the Applicant’s Motion to discontinue 

proceedings and ORDERS that the matter of Jannoun v The Secretary-General of the 

United Nations (UNDT/NBI/2013/009) be struck off the Court’s docket.
