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Introduction 

1. At the time of the application, the Applicant was an Associate HIV/AIDS 

Officer with the United Nations Interim Force in Lebanon (UNIFIL). She served on a 

fixed term appointment and was based in Naqoura.  

2. On 19 July 2017, the Applicant filed an application challenging the 

Respondent’s decision to not renew her contract. 

3. The Respondent filed his reply to the application on 21 August 2017.  

Order 

4. For the purpose of the expeditious disposition of this case, the Tribunal deems 

it necessary to call the parties to a case management discussion.  

5. The parties should be prepared to address the Tribunal on i) any 

pending/interlocutory motions, and ii) if they are amenable to the adjudication of this 

matter on the basis of their written submissions.  

6. A case management discussion in this case will take place on 12 September 

2018 at 1100 hours Nairobi time (GMT+3) in the UNDT boardroom. 

7. Parties appearing remotely are required to provide the Registry with their 

contact details no later than 7 September 2018.  

8. This order serves as a Hearing Notice pursuant to art. 16 of the Tribunal’s Rules
