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Background

1. On 23 February 2018, the Applicant filed an application contesting the Under-
Secretary-General for Management’s (USG/DM) decision to impose on him the
disciplinary sanction of dismissal from service for serious misconduct in accordance
with staff rule 10.2(a)(ix).

2. The Respondent filed a reply on 28 March 2018 and an amended reply on 24
October 2019 pursuant to the Tribunal’s Order No. 155 (NBI/2019).

3. The Tribunal held a case management discussion (CMD) on 7 February 2020.

4. At the CMD, the parties agreed that the legal issue arising for consideration in
this case is whether there was clear and convincing evidence that the Applicant
engaged in serious misconduct warranting the disciplinary action of dismissal from
service. The parties agreed that there was no need for an oral hearing and that the

case record was complete.
ORDER

5. The Tribunal has decided, pursuant to arts. 16.1 and 19 of its Rules of
Procedure, that an oral hearing is not necessary for a fair and expeditious disposal of

the case and shall rely on the parties’ pleadings and supporting documentation.

6. The parties shall file their closing submissions by or before 23 March 2020.
