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Introduction 

1. By application filed on 4 September 2024, the Applicant, a P-4 level 

Economic Affairs Officer at the United Nations Economic and Social Commission 

for Western Asia (“ESCWA”), contests the 29 February 2024, decision of the 

Director of Administration, Resource Management and Service Development 

Division/ESCWA denying her request for “remote work”. 

2. The Respondent’s reply was filed on 9 October 2024. 

Consideration 

3. Pursuant to art. 19 of the Rules of Procedure of the Dispute Tribunal, the 

Tribunal may at any time issue an order or give any direction which appears to be 

appropriate for the fair and expeditious disposal of a case and to do justice to the 

parties. The Tribunal considers that a Case Management Discussion (“CMD”) is 

appropriate in this case to determine the way forward. 

4. IT IS ORDERED THAT 

a. The parties will attend a CMD on Thursday, 21 November 2024, at 

3 p.m. (Nairobi time). 

b. The subjects to be discussed at the CMD shall include whether to hold 

a hearing in this case and, if so, to schedule such a hearing and decide the 

witnesses to be called by either party.
