1. On 19 March 2010, | received a joint submission on compensation in
compliance with my order in judgment UNDT/2010/040 of 5 March 2010.

2. As a preliminary matter, the parties brought to the Tribunal’s attention that
certain facts in UNDT/2010/040 were in error. These facts were stated in the
submission of counsel for the applicant and as they were not disputed by the
respondent, accepted for the purposes of my judgment. The true facts are that all
short-listed candidates were internal, including one who was granted internal status
on an exceptional basis; three of the candidates were long-serving, two had over 15

years of experience and one was displaced.

3. While | note this discrepancy, it does not have any significant impact on my
finding.
4. The parties have agreed to the total net amount of compensation to be

USD107,107.60.

IT ISORDERED THAT —

1. The respondent make payment of USD107,107.60 to the applicant by COB
Friday, 9 April 2010, plus interest at 8 per cent per annum thereafter.
