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Introduction 

1. On 15 April 2019, the Applicant filed an application contesting the amount of 

his termination indemnity entitlement. 

2. On 15 May 2019, the Respondent filed his reply submitting that the application 

has no merit as the Applicant has been paid the correct amount of termination 

indemnity following his termination for reasons of health on 7 January 2019.  

Consideration 

3. Having reviewed the parties’ submissions, the Tribunal considers it appropriate 

and in the interests of justice to direct the Applicant to file further submissions. 

4. Pursuant to art. 19 of the Dispute Tribunal’s Rules of Procedure and for a fair 

disposal of the case, 

IT IS ORDERED THAT:  

5. By 4:00 p.m., on Monday, 19 October 2020, the Applicant is to file a response 

to the Respondent’s reply. The submission is to be five pages maximum, using Times
