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Introduction 

On 6 June 2024, the Applicant, a former staff member with the United Nations 

Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization Mission in Mali (“MINUSMA”), filed an 

application with the Tribunal contesting the decisions to: (a) terminate his fixed-term 

appointment effective 31 May 2024, and (b) not to place him on special leave with half 

pay, following the exhaustion of his entitlements to annual leave and certified sick 

leave.  

On 10 June 2024, the Respondent filed a submission, inter alia, requesting that the 

Applicant’s application on the merits be summarily dismissed pursuant to art. 9 of the 

Dispute Tribunal’s Rules of Procedure. 

The Respondent filed a reply on 11 July 2024 submitting that the contested decision 

was lawful.  

Consideration 

Pursuant to art. 19 of the Rules of Procedure of the Dispute Tribunal, the Tribunal may 

at any time issue any order or give any direction which appears to be appropriate for 

the fair and expeditious disposal of a case and to do justice to the parties.   

Upon review of the file, the Tribunal instructs the Applicant to file a rejoinder 

responding to the submissions set out in the Respondent’s submission dated 10 June
