In order to avoid duplication and
redundancy, we believe that there should a simgtk tfor negotiations on the Mol, which should
be held as part of the FfD discussions. The outcoiniee FfD process should therefore be part
and parcel of the Post 2015 Development agendaeaad as the M eans of | mplementation

pillar of the post-2015.

2)  Second, we believe it is important to higihit the importantink between gender

equality, women empower ment and employment, which still constitutes a major barrier for
many women'’s economic development. Therefore, waldviike to suggest to include a
reference to decent work under para 6, as foll6We reaffirm that gender equality and
women’s empowerment are essential to achieve digitand effective sustainable growth and
development. We reiterate the need for gender rmaarsing in the formulation and
implementation of financial and economic policiesl agree to implement transformative
actions to ensure women’s equal rights, acces®ppartunities for participatignncr eased
opportunitiesfor entrepreneurship and decent work and leadership in the economy.

3) Third, we would like to strengthen the refece toyouth by incorporating the following
language under the section dealing with Domesticlaternational Private Business and Finance
(we propose as a 42bis, but are flexible on thetgdacement) : “We commit to address the
urgent challenge of youth employment by supportiregdevelopment of global, regional, and
national strategies to promote decent work for gpunicluding measures in the areas of skills for
employment, apprenticeships, entrepreneurshipulatmarket policies, social protection and
labour rights. We call on business, labour, fotiata, philanthropists and civil society to
support these efforts

4)  Finally, referring to the suggestion magiehie G77 to expand the listing of countries in
special situations as appears in paragraph 8, wédvike to stress that we do not find the
suggestion to be relevant to our current discussir does it have any prior reference in the
Monterrey or Doha outcomes, on which this docuneebased. Furthermore, we are extremely
concerned that introducing non-consensual langoaght interfere with the important work
underway and turn the constructive discussionanpolitical debate.
