Unofficial translation

1.In accordance with paragraph 30 of the United Nations Strategic Plan
for Forests 2017-2030 (UNSPF) adopted by the UN General Assembly resolution
71/285 in 2017, Member States of the UN Forum on Forests (UNFF), may,
on a voluntary basis, determine their national contributions towards achieving
the global forest goals (GFGs), taking into account their national circumstances,
policies, priorities, capacities, levels of development and forest conditions.

2. The Russian Federation regards the UNFF as the key UN platform
to determine global intergovernmental policies on forests and issues related
to the forest sector.

3.The voluntary national contribution of the Russian Federation reflects
our country’s efforts to support the achievement of the GFGs and draws from
its unwavering commitment to sustainable forest management.

Forests comprise nearly a half of the territory of the Russian Federation
and are one of key factors of its socio-economic development. They perform multiple
environment-forming functions, ensure conservation of healthy environment
and improvement of welfare of citizens and bear special cultural and aesthetic
significance.

On 7 May 2018, President of the Russian Federation signed the decree
No.204 “On 2024 National Goals and Strategic Targets of Development
of the Russian Federation”. Its implementation activities include the “Environment”
national project that contains the ‘“Preservation of Forests” federal project
as its inalienable part.

4. The “Preservation of Forests” federal project establishes strategic policies
for development of forestry in Russia and provides measures to achieve major targets

related to effective restoration and protection of forests.



5. Implementation of the “Preservation of Forests” federal project is already
in progress:

5.1.In 2019, the reforestation area exceeded 1 million hectares. The plan
is to bring the reforestation and afforestation area up to 1.5 million hectares by 2024.

5.2. The federal law No.212 on compensatory restoration of forests has served to
support  reforestation since January 2019. The law implies action
under the principle “one forest hectare removed — one forest hectare planted” that will
allow to ensure a 100% balance of removal and restoration of forests in 2024. According
to the law, restoration of forests is undertaken within each region
of the Russian Federation where they have been removed and in an area equal in size.

53.An increase in amount of seedlings of forest plants cultivated
for reforestation — from 600 million in 2018 to 880 million by 2025 — is aimed
at ensuring a 100% balance of removal and reproduction of forests. The federal project
implies an increase in the amount of seeds for reforestation and afforestation up to 360
tons by 2025 (from the baseline of 194 tons in 2018).

5.4. Information campaigns and specialized events, held on a regular basis, serve
to promote people’s participation in the implementation of the “Preservation
of Forests” federal project, as well as to strengthen knowledge about forests and raise
environmental awareness. There is a continuous tradition to celebrate National Forest
Planting Days. In 2011-2018, 21.7 million people planted over 405 million new trees in
the Russian Federation. During the 2019 spring and autumn reforestation community
campaigns, 6 million volunteers planted over 100 million trees. The “Save the Forest”
autumn initiative received special attention during the 2019 reforestation campaign. It
comprised events with 3 million participants and 35 million forests planted in 83 regions
of the Russian Federation. Reforestation initiatives bring together school and university
students, forest tenants, major industrial business representatives, members of
environmental organizations, public servants, representatives of scientific institutions

and academia. Traditions of reforestation campaigns will be continued.



5.5.The Russian Federation has built a forest fire response system.
The “Preservation of Forests” federal project includes measures to ensure protection of
forests from fires. They are aimed at strengthening the capacity to combat even large-
scale fires that require considerable financial and other resources.

In particular, by 2024, the Russian Federation plans to:

- provide federal and regional parks with specialized forestry machinery
and equipment consistent with appropriate requirements,

- train specialists and improve skills of those employed to protect forests
from fires,

- improve responsiveness of forest fire services and, as a result, to minimize
damage.

6. The budget of the “Preservation of Forests” federal project
is 151 billion Rubles.'

In addition to the “Preservation of Forests” federal project, a number of other
national strategies are currently in the process of implementation. Their priority
objectives are in line with GFGs and aimed at ensuring sustainable forest management
and developing the capacity of the forest sector.

Specifically, conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity of forests are
implemented in accordance with the 2030 Framework for the State Policy
in the Area of Use, Protection and Restoration of Forests in the Russian Federation.
These objectives are supported not only by forest conservation and protection measures
but also by efforts aimed at managing forests that enjoy a protected status. The practice
of incorporation of valuable forested lands in new protected areas
is expected to continue.

The Russian Federation State Policy Outline “Forestry Development”
(as of 28 March 2018) and the 2030 Russian Federation Forest Sector Development

Strategy =~ (Decree  of the Government of the Russian Federation

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of 20 September 2018 No.1989-r) are among other key national strategies
that determine current development of the forest sector of the Russian Federation.

The comprehensive legal framework encompassing forest management
and broader use of natural resources in Russia is evolving towards establishing
environmental principles, raising environmental accountability, increasing levels
of detail and depth of state control over sustainable use, improving supervision
and developing social control mechanisms.

Activities under the “Preservation of Forests” federal project and other national
programmes of the Russian Federation support the achievement of the Sustainable
Development Goals and comprise the Voluntary National Contribution of the Russian
Federation to the achievement of the following GFGs:

GFG 1 “Reverse the loss of forest cover worldwide through sustainable forest
management, including protection, restoration, afforestation and reforestation,
and increase efforts to prevent forest degradation and contribute to the global effort
of addressing climate change”;

GFG 2 “Enhance forest-based economic, social and environmental benefits,
including by improving the livelihoods of forest-dependent people”;

GFG 3 “Increase significantly the area of protected forests worldwide and other
areas of sustainably managed forests, as well as the proportion of forest products
from sustainably managed forests”.

Activities under the “Preservation of Forests” federal project and other national
strategies are expected to receive substantial financial resources from the federal budget,
as well as contributions from other relevant stakeholders, e.g. forest tenants and
entrepreneurs. This will manifest the implementation of GFG 4 “Mobilize significantly
increased, new and additional financial resources from all sources
for the implementation of sustainable forest management and strengthen scientific

and technical cooperation and partnerships”.
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
