IDC PROPOSAL ON ARTICLE 6 WOMEN WITH DISABILITIES

1. States Parties recognize that women and girls with disabilities are subject to multiple discrimination and [CANADA PROPOSAL DELETE that AND ADD: TO THIS END SHALL TAKE]  focused, empowerment and gender-sensitive measures are necessary to ensure the full and equal enjoyment by women and girls with disabilities of all human rights and fundamental freedoms. [CANADA PROPOSAL TO ADD:  AND TO ELIMINATE ALL FORMS OF DISCRIMINATION AGAINST WOMEN AND GIRLS WITH DISABILITIES].
2. States Parties shall take all appropriate measures to ensure the full development and advancement of women, for the purpose of guaranteeing them the exercise and enjoyment of the human rights and fundamental freedoms set out in the present Convention.
IDC Justification: We welcome very much the proposal of the Canadian delegation as it incorporates much of our proposal to strengthen the working text.
The EU has proposed to replace the current 2 paragraphs with one para:

“States Parties shall take all appropriate measures to ensure the full and equal enjoyment of all human rights and fundamental freedoms by women with disabilities on an equal basis with others, bearing in mind the general obligation to ensure equality between women and men and recognizing that women and girls are often subject to multiple discrimination”. 
IDC Justification: The EU proposal limits very much the scope of the legal binding elements in this Convention as well as the holistic concept of the original working text. It is essential to make reference to all human rights and fundamental freedoms as set out in earlier conventions and legal instruments AS WELL as the ones in this Convention.The EU proposal is limiting this scope! It has to be clear that State Parties have to include a gender perspective and the principle of equality between women and men in the current Convention in order to guarantee that all  positive actions to ensure human rights for persons with disabilities in this Convention is applicable to ALL (= women/girls and men/boys).
IDC Proposal: TO ADD:
3. State Parties shall ensure to women with disabilities the right to make their own decisions free from discrimination, coercive influence and violence and shall guarantee to women with disabilities the same rights as others concerning their reproductive rights including their sexuality, pregnancy, childbirth, and motherhood and the right to gender sensitive information, education and related support on these matters”
IDC Justification: IDC is still not very happy with the fact that neither in the working text, nor in the new written proposals by Canada and the EU the principal of reproductive rights is mentioned. In many countries around the world women with disabilities are deprived from these rights in a larger extent than women without disabilities for the reason of their disability.
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
