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PROPOSAL FOR CHAPTER IV FOLLOW-UP
(Submitted by The Netherlands)

Under the motto ‘less is more’, States could consider agreeing to the following action-oriented follow-up measures:

“We, the States participating in the U.N. Conference to Review Progress Made in the Implementation of the Programme of Action, recommend the General Assembly the following agreed steps to be undertaken for the effective follow-up of the Conference:

To encourage States to submit in 2007, 2009 and 2011 national reports on a voluntary basis in accordance with the PoA, and to consider incorporating in these national reports, inter alia and where appropriate:

· steps taken to implement the PoA and the International Tracing Instrument;

· challenges met in implementing the PoA and the International Tracing Instrument;

· specific requests for assistance & cooperation.

To convene in 2008 and 2010 a one-week Action Implementation Meeting in New York to consider the further implementation of the PoA. On the basis of the above-mentioned national reports, these meetings will focus in particular on:

· Assistance & cooperation, matching needs with resources;

· Considering progress in the implementation of the PoA;

· Considering progress in the implementation of the International Tracing Instrument.
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The Chair's report of each Action Implementation Meeting can serve as a basis for further recommendations by the General Assembly, if appropriate, on implementation of the PoA.

To convene in 2012 a one-week Conference in New York to review implementation of the PoA, as well as the International Tracing Instrument. This Conference will be prepared by a two-day PrepCom.”
