participation of representatives in the forthcoming International Migration Review  Forum on 
17-20 May 2022 and the informal interactive multi-stakeholder hearing on 16 May 2022 at 
United Nations Headquarters in New York.   
  

The Director-General of the International Organization for Migration, as Coordinator 
of the United Nations Network on Migration and Chair of the Migration Multi-Partner Trust 
Fund would also like to encourage representatives from developing countries, in particular 
the least developed countries, to express their interest in accessing travel support for their 
participation at the International Migration Review  Forum on 17-20 May 2022 and the 
informal interactive multi-stakeholder hearing on 16 May 2022 at United Nations 
Headquarters in New York.

through a note verbale from their Permanent Representative in New York to 
IMRFtravel@iom.int, no later than 30 April 2022.
