ENGLISH TRANSLATION
Your Excellency Secretary General of the United Nations, Antonio Guterres.
Honorable Heads of State and Government,

The Food Systems Summit is an opportunity to reorient national and international priorities
towards a future of prosperity, equity and sustainability for all.

In Brazil, we promoted a comprehensive and inclusive national dialogue that identified
challenges and pointed out solutions to strengthen the sustainability of our food system. We
have drawn up a national pathway that indicates priority lines of action and concrete measures
until 2030.

| hereby take on the commitment to build a more productive, inclusive, resilient and sustainable
food system, in the context of the 2030 Agenda and the Brazilian reality.

Based on our tropical agriculture model, we will continue to expand production through
increasing productivity gains and the rational use of natural resources. This way, we will reduce
the pressure for the incorporation of new areas into the productive activity.

We will also work to reduce food loss and waste. And we will promote healthy eating through
information to consumers.

Under the coordination of IICA, the Americas have achieved recognition of the diversity of
production systems and emphasized the need to avoid prescriptive visions of sustainability.

We reinforced the importance of science and innovation as the basis for public policies and for
health rules and standards. And we defended open international trade, free of distortions and
based on fair and transparent rules.

At the international level, we call on industrialized countries to assume their responsibilities and
support the most vulnerable through international cooperation.

Regarding the coalitions that will carry on the work of the Summit, Brazil has joined initiatives
on Food Loss and Waste, School Meals and Sustainable Livestock.

Together with my colleague Secretary Vilsack, today we launched the Coalition on Sustainable
Productivity Growth, which will contribute to increasing the efficient use of productive resources
and the availability of food at affordable prices.

We have a long way to go. We are committed to this challenge.

A Cupula de Sistemas Alimentares constitui oportunidade para reorientar prioridades
nacionais e internacionais rumo a um futuro de prosperidade, equidade e sustentabilidade
para todos.

No Brasil, promovemos um didlogo nacional abrangente e inclusivo que identificou desafios e
apontou solugGes para fortalecer a sustentabilidade do nosso sistema alimentar. Elaboramos

Sob a coordenacdo do IICA, logramos, nas Américas, o reconhecimento da diversidade dos
sistemas produtivos e ressaltamos a necessidade de evitar visdes prescritivas de
sustentabilidade.

Reforcamos a importancia da ciéncia e da inovagdo como base para as politicas publicas e para
as regras e padrdes sanitdrios. E defendemos um comércio internacional aberto e livre de
distor¢des, baseado em regras justas e transparentes.

No plano internacional, conclamamos os paises historicamente responsaveis pelo
aquecimento global a assumirem suas responsabilidades e apoiar os mais vulneraveis por meio
da cooperacgao internacional.

No que diz respeito as coalizbes que irdo levar adiante o trabalho da Cupula, o Brasil aderiu as
iniciativas sobre Perdas e Desperdicios, Merenda Escolar e Pecudria Sustentavel.

Junto com meu colega Secretario Vilsack, langamos hoje a Coalizdo sobre Crescimento
Sustentavel da Produtividade, que ird contribuir para ampliar a eficiéncia do uso dos recursos
produtivos e a disponibilidade de alimentos a pregos acessiveis.

Temos um longo caminho a percorrer. Estamos empenhados nesse desafio.
