The second speaker was Dr. %assan Baghdadi (Yemen) who presented the speech
of H.R.H. Prince Seif ¥l Islam Abl%é‘lullah.

Tr. Baghladi sald that the Yémen Delegation considered the ides of the
creation of a Jewish national hom;s aé‘ "fundementally artifieial",

He quoted a statement made in 1918 by the then President of the world Ziomst
Organlzatlon to the effect that the Jewish State never was a part of the Zionist
DPrOZIAM. _i "'

Saying that the results of té}g Ba,lfour Declaration had led-to the "worst
sltuation that ever arose in the b/‘l\iddle Tast) Dr. Baghdadl urged the Committee to
face the solemn and grave facts ana the "political realities” of the question.

Dr... Baghdadi maintained that the inclusion of the Balfour Declaration in
the Preamble of the Mandate for Palestine and the contemplation of the Jewish
National Home were incqns'iat'ent with the provisions and the spirit of the Covenaq’p
of the Ieague of Natlions. _ A

He contended that it‘was under Zionist pressure- that the League devised the
"scheme" which he called "totaelly different from the letter and spirit of Artiele,
22 of the Covenant."

Claiming that the injustices of the Mandate was cvident - even in Britain -
88 early as 1922, he quoted from stateménts by the late Lord Islington and the

late Tord Sydenham, Both, in a debate in the House of Lords, he said, had ex-

pregged worry over the results of the. Mandate,

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Dr'e Beghdadd then saked whether it would be lewful to partition Palestine

'EThe Mindotory,”" sald Dr. Baghdadl, . having recelved ......an undivided
terrvitory, muet In confdrmity with the principles of the 'ssa.oredh truat of
civilization' provided for by Article 22 of the Covenant, glve it back to the
poople 'whose righte were puspended hy the Mandate'".

The portltion schome, he declared would violate the Charter even more
Tlagrantly 1if 1t were to be lmposed by force.

Tt 1a for these ronpona, eald Dr. Beghdadi, that Yemen 1s againet the
propogsl plan to partition Palestine,

The problem of retugcee ond dlgplaced pereons, he sald, did not come within
the Jurledictlon of the Ad Hoe Comsittee. That problem,he seid, should be dealt
with by other orggma of the United Notions such as the IRO or the Preparatory
Comittee of the IRO.

Returning to the question of Poleatine itself, he ssld that "to single out?
thia Jewish Minorlity in Palestine and glve it preferentilal treatuwent would open
the door to the most grave coneequences, It conld reeult in & congequent
dlaruption of the iuteprlty of many countries.

The meeting then adjourned.
