2. PCC APPROACH TO REP,;TRIATION 

There isprobably c3mmr.n agreement that there is no gain 
fcr either of our efforts in fanning anew the fires and hopes 
cf repa.trinti2n. This might suggest that current discussions 
with Israel helpfully could bo undertaken with a minimum of 
fanfare. On the other hand, when the firm position is fully 
kncwn, it would seem desirable that the refugees be fully and 
promptly informed. Delay in advising the refugees because of 
Israeli insistence that tho subject be merged with general peace 
negotiations would be unfortunate. 
3. PCC APPROI".CH To COMPENSTION 

Compensation ccnceivably means all things to ~11 men. 
Progress might be made by a frank identification of the scope 
2f ccmpenssticn claims. Alsc reintegration might be expedited 
if the problem could be approached by categories and in stages. 
Clearly it would be advantagccus early to identify refugees not 
cntitled to compensation; and certainly it would b3 desirable, 
if feasible, tc first report OS t:! compensation claims of
