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Public health risks, priorities, needs and gaps

Trauma and injury | Contribution: Trauma Working Group

629 Palestinians were injured during November and
December, hospitals reported 388 emergency department
consultations for patients injured during demonstrations, from
which, 127 were injured by gunshots. See Figure 1.

From the cohort of casualties referred to emergency departments
in November and December, 156 were children (40%), 16 (4%)
were female and 372 (96%) were male.

From 30 March 2018 until 31 December 2019, a total of 322
people have been killed and 33 141 injured®. Of those injured,
16 322 were treated at the Trauma Stabilisation Points (TSPs)
and discharged. This has reduced the burden of casualties
arriving at the hospitals by an average of 49%. The remaining
19 618 casualties arrived at the emergency departments (ED) of
Ministry of Health (MoH) and NGO hospitals. Of them, 4 484 were
children. Out of 19 618 casualties presented to emergency
departments (ED), 7951 cases were gunshot injuries; this
accounts for 41% of the total casualties arriving at the hospitals.
Of these gunshot injuries, 88% are Ilimb injuries.
Figure 3 provides a breakdown by affected body patrt.

Permanent disability has occurred because of demonstrations,
including; 156 amputations, of which 94 (61%) were secondary
amputations, including 30 children; 126 were lower limb
amputations and 30 upper limb amputations 4. Twenty-four
patients, including three in a coma, are currently paralyzed due to
spinal cord injuries and a further 21 people suffered permanent
loss of vision because of injuries caused during the
demonstrations.

During November — December 2019, another maternal death took place, raising the total registered
cases to 16 since the beginning of 2019. Comparatively, the total cases registered in 2018 was 11.
Access to essential sexual and reproductive health services continued to be hindered with chronic
stock outs of essential drugs and disposables, including micronutrients, despite some improvement
in iron and folic acid supplies. Needs remain significant , with 48% of MCH drugs reported at less
than one-months’ supply at MoH, showing no improvement from October. Meanwhile, in November,

UNRWA received its awaited shipment of male condoms.

= Key challenges for NCD care in Gaza include supply gaps of essential medicines, particularly in

MoH facilities, compounded by service providers not always using the same treatment protocols.

» The escalation of violence since March 2018 has led to an increased number of people exposed to
violence or armed conflict experience and consequently there is an elevated risk of psychological

distress and morbidity.

= There is anecdotal evidence to suggest an increasing number of patients showing signs of addiction
to psychotropic drugs. This is acutely problematic in patients who are suffering from chronic pain,

as a result of an injury caused during the mass demonstrations.

Availability of medicines, disposables and laboratory reagents

= |n December, 236 items (46%) out of the essential drugs list, were reported at less than one-month
supply at the MoH Central Drugs Store (CDS) in Gaza. Out of the 236 items, 225 items are totally
depleted, representing 44% from the essential drugs list. Additionally, 248 items (29%) of the

essential medical disposables were reported at less than one-month supply.

equipment. The unit started functioning on 12
November 2019. A total of 33 patients were
admitted and 29 limb reconstruction surgeries were
conducted by the local team. Admitted patients
received 230 physiotherapy sessions and 57
psychological sessions.

devices 113 medical supplies and 743 with
medication, Assalama also performed
Physiotherapy (107 patients / 1237 session),

patients with wound dressings, 352 medical
examinations through the outreach team.

Shible also got the chance to meet and discuss
priorities and challenges of Sexual and
Reproductive Health (SRH) with high level experts,
key informants and influential stakeholders on SRH
from UN, international agencies, Academia, MOH
and NGOs.

Medical graduates (8 males and 8 females) from
Azhar University.

v" UNFPA and partners have launched the
assessment of (in Vitro Fertilization Services “IVF”)
in Palestine, in cooperation with MOH and the
Italian Agency for development Cooperation
“AICS”, attended by 50 participants from MOH,
NGOs and health experts, the workshop shed light
on the situation, gaps and recommendations to
improve IVF services.

their companions. Activities included a seminar at
Shifa hospital, several workshops and lectures in
11 hospitals, three universities, five public schools,
and public healthcare centres
